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Annual Lisa Thaxter Trust Prize

The Annual Lisa Thaxter Trust Prize of £150 will be awarded to the best oral presentation given at this and subsequent TYAC Spring Education Days.  The presentation receiving the award will be published on the TYAC website.
(The inaugural Annual Lisa Thaxter Trust Prize was awarded at the 2010 TYAC Spring Education Day.) 
If you would like to submit an abstract for consideration, please follow the instructions below: 

1. Layout
The abstract should be typed in English, using Times New Roman 12 point font and should fit the attached template.  The box must include the TITLE in capital letters.  The authors should be named on the line below (not in capitals).  Do not use the full postal address of your institution, just the hospital/institution (and department if relevant) and the city.  The remainder of the abstract must fit in the box.  
2. Construction

The abstract should be no more than 250 words.  Do not include any tables or references.  It is best to lay the abstract out using the following headings:

(a) background
(b) aims
(c) methods
(d) results

(e) implications

3. Submission
The deadline for submission is Thursday, 1st March 2012.  All submissions are to be emailed, in Microsoft Word document format, to Pam Ringrose, TYAC Coordinator plr2@le.ac.uk who will acknowledge receipt of your application.

4. Acceptance 

Notification of acceptance for presentation will be sent by email by 12th March 2012.  
· All accepted abstracts will be reproduced for the Abstract Booklet and will be included in the members’ area of the TYAC website.

· Oral presentations will be allocated 10 minutes (maximum of 8 slides), with a further 5 minutes for discussion.  When preparing presentations, presenters are encouraged to consider the multi-disciplinary nature of the audience at TYAC Education Days.
· The oral presentation awarded the Lisa Thaxter Trust Prize will be published on the TYAC website.
5. Registration
Presenters must register for the meeting, and will be responsible for making their own travel and accommodation arrangements.
